All incentives are subject to TVA and local power company approval and available funding.

Click on "New" to start a new PPEC.

Project Information
All information with a red asterisk must be filled out in order for the calculator to
output an incentive.

Fill out project information
Name the project something easy to remember and for others to find.

Project Rate Charges will calculate the payback rate.
You can find this rate on your customer’s utility bill. Ensure you pick the correct
facility type, commercial or industrial.

Applicant Information should be your customer's information.

Next, fill out the building information.

Building schedules are required to output incentives.
Click on "new" to enter the current run time for the lights you are replacing. You can
add multiple schedules for one building if areas have differing hours of operation.

Don’t forget to save!
Again there is no auto save feature so save often!

Next, go to “Preliminary Assessment”.
This is where you will start building out your report.

Name your schedule and fill out daily hours of operation.

PPN Information (your info) will auto fill.

Point of contact information will also be your customer's info.

Click on “Add Room” to begin the report.

Once you press enter, your room should appear below.

Make sure to name your room and press enter.

Make sure to fill out your estimated material cost!
This is required to calculate the incentive.

Select the local power company (LPC) of your customer.

Start by selecting the existing fixture being replaced.
This drop down menu will contain all the fixtures you added under the "My Fixtures"
tab in step one. If you need to add a fixture, scroll to the bottom of the page and
SAVE your progress! It will then take you back to the home page where you can
return to the "My Fixtures" tab and add the missing info.

From the drop down, now select the custom replacement.
Again, this drop down will contain all the fixtures you added under your "My
Fixtures" tab. If you need to add a fixture, scroll to the bottom of the page and
SAVE your progress! It will then take you back to the home page where you can
return to the "My Fixtures" tab and add the missing info.

Final Overview
Once you are finished adding rooms and measures you can move on to the last tab,
“PreliminaryAssessment Reports”.

Here you will see a snapshot of your report.
You can export this report to a PDF if you would like to show this to your customer.
Once you are finished click the submit button. You will then see a SUB number
which you will need for the online application (OLA) as well are the incentive
amount and material cost.

Your new room will show below the current.
Repeat steps 21-31. Space type selection, building schedule, existing fixtures/count/
countrols, and proposed fixtures/count/countrols.

Remember to name your room and press enter.

If your space type changes, go back up to “Add Room”.

The added measures should show below your current.
Repeat the previous steps and fill out all fixture information for each new added
measure.

Click on “Add Measures” to continue building your report.
New measures should be used for new light fixture types in the same area.

If all lights are not currently functioning, identify how many are.
While there is still savings associated with non-operational fixtures, kWh savings
are substantially lower, but still provide some savings. Please use operational to
identify the number of fixtures that can receive the full incentive amount.

Input the number of new fixtures being installed if different.

If controls are being added, identify here.
If no controls are being added, please select "NONE".

Submit quantity of existing lights.

Add the schedule you created earlier.

Select the space type that best describes the area.

Add controls if there are any existing.
If there are no existing controls, please select the option "NONE".

Customer contact and site address.
This should be the address of the location the work is being completed.
